Rabbi Yissocher Frand shlit’a quotes Rav Meir
Shapiro zt”l that when Hashem told Avraham to
“count the stars - if you are able to count them”,
Avraham in fact began counting the stars,

despite the fact that this was an impossible feat.
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In response to this seemingly futile effort,
Hashem made another proclamation,
“koh yiheyeh zarecha”! Just as you are
determined in your actions and unfazed
by their seeming difficulty, so too, your
children will inherit these traits. Within
the fiber of the Jewish nation is our
forefathers’ deep determination to reach
for the stars.

The Pasuk in
discusses “V’Koyei Hashem”

this week’s Haftarah
- those who
place their trust in Hashem, and says
about them “yachalifu koach” - they will
be granted added strength. Rabbi Frand
suggests that this is the connection
between the Parasha and the Haftarah.
As children of Avraham, we are blessed
with his resolve and faith to reach for the
impossible, through which we are able to
tap into our innermost strengths and a
wellspring of Siyata Dishmaya.
