Monetary, Interpersonal Laws and Din Torah (6)
Last week we discussed a number of obligations of a seller and
buyer. Sometimes one can transgress the issue of sheker - blatant
lies, or geneivas daas - misleading information. We continue.
Advertising. One must advertise honestly and accurately.

Fine print. If one has some very fine print that is hard to notice
or read which changes or limits the big print, it is geneivas daas.
However, if it is clearly noticeable, just he is using the big print
to attract the eye, it is permitted.

Warranty. If one advertises a certain time warranty which
sounds like a complete guarantee, and in practice, will only be
honored on certain aspects of the item, it is prohibited.

Sales. If one has a sale with true savings of 10 percent, and he
makes up a false “older price” with a slash of twenty percent, it
is geneivas daas. Even though the price is truly a bargain, it is
still prohibited to make him think that there is a bigger savings.

If the seller calls
and gives false information that the buyer better hurry up because
he just got two attractive cash offers, it is at least geneivas daas. If
he uses this as a way to raise the price, it is even worse.

Painting. It is prohibited to paint or cover up a blemish on an
item, such as a rusty fragile car body. One can paint a house or
car so it should look its best and be attractive to the buyer.
Similar Practices. There are two similar practices that are
prohibited because of geneivas daas. 1) A buyer doesn’t want to
pay the price the seller wants for a house. He sends a few unserious
fake buyers to haggle and tell the seller its not worth that much and
they “refuse” to buy. He hopes that later when he makes a cheaper
offer it will be accepted because the fake buyers have convinced
the seller that it cannot sell at the original price. 2) Somebody
published a CD or book and wants bookstores to sell it for him.
He asks a few friends to call the store beforehand and inquire if

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In 1946, American scientist Adelbert Ames Jr. invented something called the “Ames room.” An Ames room is a
distorted room that creates an optical illusion. When viewed through a peephole, the room appears to have distorted
perspective. One of the most interesting effects of an Ames room is that the distorted perspective can make people and
objects look much bigger or smaller than they really are. For this reason, Ames rooms are widely used for practical special
effects. The Land of Israel is often referred to as the “Ames Room” of the world. It appears to be bigger than it really is.

Yoms: The Torah tells us that Klal Yisroel cried bitterly about
their fate of going into the Land of Eretz Yisroel - which was
completely unjustified and unwarranted.

The Haftorah tells us that Yehoshua Bin Nun sent two
spies to scout out Eretz Yisroel prior to the invasion, but they
were discovered and only through the help of a woman by
the name of Rachav did they manage to escape. The Navi
tells us that the pair went to spy on “The land and Yericho” -
implying that the spies were required to scout not only
Yericho, but the rest of the country, as well. However, we
only find that the spies went to Yericho and then returned to
Yehoshua with their report.

R’ Dovid Feinstein z¢’l (Kol Dodi) explains the disparity
by saying that the attitude of Yericho’s residents was enough
to demonstrate the general feeling of the entire Canaanite
population. Ordinarily, border cities like Yericho would be

fortified because they would be responsible for protecting the
country, so that the inner cities would not have to defend
themselves. Accordingly, the spies knew that if the residents
of fortified Yericho were confident that they could resist the

towns in the interior to gauge their feelings. However, if even
the people of Yericho were afraid of Klal Yisroel, then it
would be indicative of the terrified feelings of the people in
the unfortified cities.

As a result, since even the people of Yericho, despite its
walls, were afraid of the invading Jews, it was obvious that
the people in the interior were surely afraid, and there was no
need for the spies to go any farther.
